A. Water Recycling Facility – Award of Contract for Design, Build, Operate, 

Finance Program Manager 
 
City Manager Wally Bobkiewicz and Public Works Director/ City Engineer Clifford 
G. Finley’s report dated May 31, 2007. 
 
Mike Rudinica, RBF Consulting, spoke in regards to the design, build, operate-
finance (DBOF) process and asked that the City Council evaluate the goals of 
the City of Santa Paula to ensure RBF Consulting builds a Water Recycling 
Facility (WRF) that addresses the City’s needs.  Mr. Rudinica recommended to 
the City Council that a workshop be scheduled to evaluate the goals of the City 
Council, discuss the schedule of the DBOF process and permit requirements, as 
well as answer any questions or address any concerns that the City Council may 
have.  
 
It was moved by Mayor Luna, seconded by Councilmember Fernandez to direct 
staff and RBF Consulting to re-evaluate cost of project and schedule a non-
televised Special City Council Meeting for June 6, 2007, to have different cost 
estimates presented to the City Council.  Mayor Luna, Councilmember Gonzales, 
Councilmember Aguirre, and Councilmember Fernandez were in favor under roll 
call vote.  Vice Mayor Procter was opposed.   The motion carried. 
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Ken Chapman, 15119 Todd Lane, spoke in regards to the high cost of the DBOF 
process and advised the City Council to take a look at the problems the City of 
Fillmore is having.
