Interim Public Works Director Brian Yanez, Fire Chief Rick Araiza and Police 
Chief Steve McLean’s Report, dated June 11, 2014 
 
Vice Mayor Tovias recused himself for this item due to resides within 500 feet of 
school neighborhood. 
 

 Christopher Zsarnay, 502 E. Santa Paula Street, stated that he is in favor of 
some type of parking control, but in his opinion each household should have a 
reserved parking spot in front of their home as opposed to creating a parking 
district. 
 
May Ham, 222 N. 6th Street, spoke regarding her concerns when school students 

 park in front of her home. She stated that they leave trash and block the driveway 
and does not want them parking in front of her home. 
 
Alfonso Gamino, Superintendent Santa Paula Unified School District, shared that 
the school district has a long range School Faclities Master Plan in the works. He 
expressed that these issues will be addressed once the Science and Technology 
building is completed. He shared that all parking issues will be address in this 
master plan. He asked that Council hold off on making a decision until these 
things take place. 
 
Michelle Kolbeck, stated that the school purchased a third property on Palm 
Court and that the school plans on turning the properties into a school parking 
lot. She expressed that the school district is working on solutions for the parking 
issues. She also stated that the district will be funding two resource officer 
positions. 
 

       Jimmy Fogata, 601 E. Santa Paula Street, spoke regarding his concerns about 
the parking issues in his neighborhood. He is in support of a parking district. 
 
Guy Mansfield, 30 Palm Court, spoke regarding his concerns about the school 
not being accountable for the contruction damages in neighborhood streets. In 
his opinion, traffic safety in this area is the most important issue. He opposed to 
the school tearing down homes to make a parking lot. 
  
It was moved by Councilmember Gonzales, seconded by Councilmember 
Hernandez to receive and file the report. All were in favor and the motion carried.
